1,915 watch and jewellery exhibitors from 45 countries will be out in force at BASELWORLD to showcase their latest products and collec​tions. The show’s directors can therefore look forward to BASELWORLD 2010 giving positive signs to the watch and jewellery industry. The presence of Federal Councillor Leuenberger emphasises the major importance of the World Watch and Jewellery Show for the Swiss watch industry.
